Now  to the gate of my Jerusalem, 
The seething holy city of my heart, 

The saviour comes. But will I welcome 
him? 

Oh crowds of east feelings make a start; 
They raise their hands, get caught up in 

the singing,

So begins Malcom Guite ’s sonnet “Palm Sun-
